Worldwide Ministries Council guidelines to keep in mind when developing grant applications:

Ministry.  Which type of Development Ministry best characterizes your project?  We recognize three broad definitions or models: 

· Compassion - seeks to respond to meet immediate and perceived needs of others by provision of goods, services and training and expects no reciprocity.

· Justice – develops relationships with partner communities and with them identifies and seeks to overcome causes of needs and injustice. It involves activities that enable greater freedom and independence on the part of the recipients.
· Transformation – in solidarity with partner communities and members seeks humane community development and just structures and systems. It connotes a reciprocal relationship where both parties become interdependent and benefit from the relationship.
