RACISM: POWER, PRIVILEGE, POISON AND PROMISING POSSIBILITIES. Sun., Jan. 24, 2:00 -
3:00 p.m., and Sundays, Jan. 31 - Feb. 14, 2:00 - 5:00 p.m., via Zoom conference call. This workshop, led
by Anita Friday, anti-racism educator and activist, will explore America’s relationship with racism
by examining its history, laws and institutional practices. Participants will be invited to explore
their personal experiences with questions of ethnicity and race. In addition, during the workshop,
participants learn about institutional practices that have shaped how various citizens are able to
participate in the nation, how racism has affected Black people and how to define and distinguish white
supremacy and white privilege, i.e. ethnically-based inequalities. Finally, tools for dismantling racism
and methods for creating a more promising future will be shared.
